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Course Descriptions:

TH502 Apologetics
This course is designed to help Christians know, understand, and explain beliefs concerning God while defending their faith intelligently. The student will be equipped with sound arguments on the deity of Christ, His supernatural incarnation, death for mankind, and his physical resurrection. The course includes a view on humanism and the cults that the Christian apologist is tested. They will be able to show other systems to be false and theism to be true as a way to adjudicate conflicting claims of various religions and world views of unbelievers.

EV202 Evangelism
This is the study of personal evangelism. The course will examine God’s role and our individual role communicating the Gospel message in a changing culture. The course will study the application of witnessing and sharing Christ with others using the great doctrines of the Bible. Students are introduced to topical scriptures to support a solid understanding of the plan of salvation.

TH510 Ecclesiology
This course will focus on the twofold application of Ekklesia: which consist of 1) the church as an organism (body of Christ), and 2) the church as an organization (local church). The course will explore the mission of the church as defined by scripture and as it applies to individual believers, the local community and the world. 

PM402 Homiletics II
The prerequisite for Homiletics II is Homiletics I and at a minimum Hermeneutics I
Students build upon the knowledge and techniques learned in Homiletics I by practicing energetic, and engaging delivery of a spiritual lesson. The course explores the critical verbal and nonverbal elements of creating and delivering a clear and powerful sermon. Students create, deliver, self-evaluate, and will receive instructor evaluated sermons that are designed to persuade and inspire. Students will apply knowledge of key definitions, formats, and forms for sermon preparation. Students will receive reading assignments which require well-prepared, college level written responses. Students will prepare a 15–20-page exegesis paper.

NOTE: Exceptions to prerequisites must be discussed with and assessed by the instructor.


OT503 Old Testament Advanced Survey
This course introduces Old Testament literature, history, and theological themes. This course is an exegetical and theological study of selected Old Testament Books of the Bible. The study also emphasizes authorship, date, structure, and background of the Old Testament books studied. 



INDEPENDENT STUDY / DISTANCE LEARNING: 

Old Testament and New Testament Surveys
[bookmark: _Hlk492400757]This will be a 52-lesson introduction to the 66 books of the Bible. These survey courses are to be used as a guide that gives the student a good overview of the entire Bible. These studies will result in a better understanding and appreciation of God’s word. Students are encouraged to complete all four courses in four semesters.

SU101-Old Testament Survey I (Lessons 1 through 13)
SU102-Old Testament Survey II (Lessons 14 through 26)
SU103-New Testament Survey I (Lessons 27 through 39)
SU104-New Testament Survey II (Lessons 40 through 52)

NT308 – Romans independent study
The book of Romans teaches Christians “The Righteousness of God” as it relates to: Sin, Salvation, Sanctification, Sovereignty, and Service to God.  During this semester, students will perform an in-dept study of the book of Romans to include the above five areas of Righteousness.  The student is expected to read the entire book of Romans and complete all written assignments, and exams. 

NT508 – Romans independent Research 
Romans Independent Research addresses the same topics as Romans Independent Study. Namely, “The Righteousness of God” as it relates to: Sin, Salvation, Sanctification, Sovereignty, and Service to God.  The student will be expected to use the Bible, commentaries, and other Biblical materials to write five papers, one for each topic listed above. 
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
